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Proposal Format Checklist
1. Standardized Cover Sheet
2. Abstract – one page, single-spaced, succinctly describing the project and its objectives
3. Project Statement – seven pages or less, double-spaced, including the following:
· Project description
· Project design (methods)
· Project budget
· Description of present state of knowledge in the field and need for the project. Comment on potential contribution to the field.
· Prospects – Where will the project lead?

4. External Project Evaluations
· Three experts in the field related to your proposal should review your project and comment on its viability, relevance and potential contributions.

· New York University faculty, research colleagues, dissertation advisers, personal friends or mentors are not eligible evaluators. The selection committee may solicit additional reviews at its discretion.
5. Appendix
· Curriculum vitae, including a list of honors, professional associations, papers and publications
· Description of complete current support, including a resume of previous or pending funding 
· Supporting materials, if appropriate (20 pages or less)
· Name of principal research adviser and/or doctoral dissertation adviser and his/her university affiliation
6. Attachments – Attach the following to the original proposal only:
· Current academic year salary (on a separate sheet)
· Letter from appropriate departmental chair evaluating the applicant and project
· Names, departments, and institutions of three experts in your field who you will ask to review your project.
